Don Sturz, president of the Westminster 
Kennel Club, says the special-edition cards 
immortalize remarkable dogs in a fun 
and memorable way.

“#is one-of-a-kind trading card 
collection shines a spotlight on these 
champion canines in a way typically 
reserved for athletes and pop culture 
icons,” he says.

Sturz noted that the timing aligns 
perfectly with the upcoming Westminster 
Kennel Club Dog Show in New York 
City in February 2025.
